En esta intervencién quisiera indagar cémo los tragicos tintes de Timantes, pintor
de la antigiedad clasica se transforman y reviven en el teatro del Siglo de Oro.

The Veil of Timanthes: Painting and Theater

In this lecture, I want to investigate how the tragic traces of Timanthes, a painter
from classical antiquity, are transformed and revived in the theater of the Spanish
Golden Age. Would the corrales audiences grasp these veiled ecphrases? And
how might the most knowledgeable spectators interpret these now nonexistent
and invisible images? Are they mere erudite embellishments or do they provide
new interpretations? This exploration will use plays by Lope, Tirso, and Calderén,
in which the veil of Timanthes appears, to investigate these issues.

Las publicaciones de Frederick de Armas se enfocan en la literatura y la cultura
espafiolas de la primera o temprana modernidad, a menudo desde una perspectiva
comparativa. Sus intereses incluyen la politica astrolégica, la magia y tradicion
Hermética, la écfrasis, la cultura visual y verbal, etc.

Frederick A. de Armas is a distinguished professor of literature at the University
of Chicago, where he holds an appointment as the Robert O. Anderson
Distinguished Professor and teaches Spanish and Comparative Literature. He has
also served as Chair of the Department of Romance Languages and Literatures
(2006-2009, 2010-2012). He has served as Vice President and subsequently President
of the Cervantes Society of America (2003-2009). Additionally, he has served as
President of the Asociacién Internacional Siglo de Oro (AISO) (2015-2017).

Frederick de Armas’s publications focus on the literature and culture of eatly
modern Spain, frequently adopting a comparative lens. His interests include
astrological politics, magic and the Hermetic tradition, ecphrasis, and visual and
verbal culture, etc.
